
CJ200 Unit 7 Assignment: Creating a Profile 

Details of Investigation 

Victim Information 

Three victims: Male, Caucasian between the age of 50 and 62 found dead in a 50 mile radius. 
Victims were businessmen, traveling from other countries.  

First victim was found in a shallow grave along Interstate I-94. He was 59 years old from 
Germany. He had been missing for 5 days. Time of death 2 days after he was reported missing. 
5’11”, 199 pounds, married with 3 children. 

Second victim was found submerged in a creek, 30 miles north of Interstate I-94. He was 62 
years old from England. He had been missing for 10 days. Time of death 5 days after he was 
reported missing. 6’, 210 pounds, recently divorced with 1 child. 

Third victim was a 50-year-old male, 6’2”, 195 pounds, found in a field 10 miles South of I-94.  

All three victims had their genitals removed with detailed precision prior to their death. Death 
occurred in all cases from loss of blood. No excessive blood found at the scene. Each victim 
had ligature marks on wrist and ankles. 

Profile 

Female, Caucasian, between the age of 25 and 35 with long, dark brown hair.  Believed to have 
some education with some medical knowledge. She could have been a victim of some type of 
sexual assault. Looks to have links to the community. 

The female is assumed to be physically fit or possibly working with a partner. May not have a 
viable relationship. Most likely no children. Could have served in the military.
